residents who are qualified for direct connections from Maynilad and Meralco
or from deep well operators thus majority of those living in their current place
incur higher cost (twice as much as the residential clients) for their utilities.

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Early this year (2011) CFC thru its ANCOP ministry have
partnered with Rotary and LGU of Paranaqgue to established the
community of ANCOP ROTARY HOMES with the primary goal of
clearing the Paranagque Riverbanks of informal settlers thereby giving
them a better place to live In and giving them better opportunity
specially their children.

Since the call to build the church of the poor and build the
church of the home lives in the hearts of every CFC, SB4 spearheaded
by their cluster head Bro Ed and Sis Cora Ardiente, took the challenge
of handling the spiritual preparations required before the start of any
physical development in the site. Said undertakings includes the
continuing pastoral care of the beneficiaries.

Likewise, ROTARY through the initiatives of the Governors and
officers particularly Gov. Cid Garcia acted decisively to get the
commitment of every districts to support the undertakings. Their
efforts have succeeded in finalizing the MOA with the City Government
of Paranaque to award the site and to jointly developed it for the
beneficiaries.
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The site is located at 4.2 hectares of land situated along C 5
extension near the ends of the runway of Ninoy Aquino International
Airport and just a few meters before the entrance of Multinational
Subdivision in Paranaque City. It is within the area of Barangay La
Huerta, Paranaque City. Currently, there are no public transport
passing through the place but it is accessible or a few meters walk
from the intersection going to Kaingin and multinational where the
normal rout of tricycle and other means of public transport is
available.

While the site seats at the center of commercial
establishments and very near the International Airport, it is still
strategically situated since there are nearby Public Schools,
Hospitals, Fire Department and other Government and Private
agencies that can provide Social Services when needed.

What is very encouraging about the site is that, it is more or
less safe from both natural and man made calamities,

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Like the many communities we have encountered, beneficiaries for the
site are similarly situated.

They lived along Paranaque river covering some barangays such
as Sto Nino, Dongalo, Tambo and La Huerta. Roughly there are more
than two thousand families nestled along the river banks who are
exposed to the usual risk or danger of natural calamities like the
typhoon and the frequent flooding and man made calamities like fire.

But despite their situation they prefer to remain in the place simply
because they are depend on fishing and on the commodities that the
river may provide for their daily subsistence or making do with
whatever comes their way to survive.

Their place are colonies of conjoint houses made of very light
materials with minimal sanitary facilities. It is amazing how almost all
of the structures are intertwined to occupy every available space that
serve as living quarters. Average lot size per family is less that 10 sgm
while average family size is six (6).Their water and electricity are
sourced through oresaled6 by some residen
