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SITE DESCRIPTION

San Mateo is one of 13 municipalities and a capital city that make
up the Province of Rizal, RegiorM(CalabarzorRegion) of the
Philippines. San Mateo is part of the Metro Luzon Urban Beltway.
Metro Luzon is one of four Super Regions in the Philippines.
Conurbatedwith NCR, San Mateo is one of the fasack
municipalities in Rizal Province, according to the Metropolitan
Manila Development Authority (MMDA) and the Provincial
Government of Rizal. The municipality features many spacious
parks, treelined streets and roads, and industrial zones. Most of
the municipality is composed of residential areas and the other
side is composed of tons of trees, high plateaus and rocky
mountains.



INTRODUCTION

San Mateo, Rizal is a first class urban municipality of Rizal
Province. It is bordered

on the west by Quezon City, to the south by Marikina City and
Antipolo  City, the

capital of Rizal Province, and to the north by Rodriguez
(Montalban ) also in Rizal

province. It is approximately 24 kilometers away from Manila
and 11 kilometers

north of Pasig City. According to the 2007 Philippine census,
San Mateo has

population of 184,860 inhabitants. This municipality is home
for the chosen site of

what is to be known as The Our Lady of Banneux ANCOP
Community. It is

located in  Barangay Silangan , San Mateo, Rizal.



HISTORY OF THE SITE

The site is a three -hectare lot described by property developers as
hilly terrain and is

adjacent to a commercial subdivision known as Tierra Monte. This

lot was brought

and paid for by the Vicariate of Cubao Mass Housing Foundation, Inc.,

a non - stock,

non -profit foundation, with principal address at P. Tuazon St., Cubao |,
Quezon City,

represented by its Chairman, MSGR. ANTONIO SJ MORTILLERO V.G.

and its

President, ARNEL M. SANTOS, who is also the Sector Head of

Couples For Christ -

West B. This purchase was followed by another two -hectare lot,

which effectively

i ncreased CFC West BO0s ANCOP Communi ty
hectares. (see

Annex 1)



INSPIRING STORY

This inspiring move by the Vicariate of uplifting the plight of the poor in
the Diocese of Cubaowas then tied up to the work with the poor
programs of Couples For Christ

(CFC), specifically in providing for their shelter and livelihood needs. In
effect, the Diocese entrusted to CFC West B via the Mass Housing
Foundation, Inc., the management and implementation of a relocation
project that will enable the transfer of around four hundred families
from the slums of Quezon City to a place where they will be provided
with a new life, one that is dignified and with renewed hope for the
future. In turn, the leaders and members of CFC West B, through its
ANCOP (Answering the Cry of the Poor) Core Team, will scour among
the poorest of the poor families of Quezon City, organize them into a
group that will later benefit not only in the shelter and livelihood
programs but also more importantly from values formation programs of
CFC such as Christian Life Programs and other formation tracks.



ACQUISITION OF THE LAND

Upon purchase of the land, The Vicariate Mass Housing
Foundation, whose Board of Directors are mainly CFC members,
entered into a working agreement with the Local Government

of San Mateo, with CFC -ANCOP Tekton , Inc. and Rotary
International

District 3780 (see Annex 2). The Agreement in effect

concretized the vision of all parties in creating a model
community of empowered citizens, bound together by love for
God and for their neighbor thru CFC spirituality. To highlight the
animating spirit of the enterprise, the site was named The Our
Lady of Banneux ANCOP community. It was also at this stage
that the quest for the development of the site began.



TYPHOON ONDOQOY

However, the project was suddenly literally inundated
with the onslaught of Typhoon Ondoyon September 26, 2009,
which brought a month's worth of rainfall to Metro Manila
and nearby areas including San Mateo in just a few hours,
causing severe flooding which resulted in the loss of many
lives and the displacement of hundreds of thousands of
people.
The implications for the project were clear. All efforts
leading to a speedy development of the site must be
redoubled. It was also clear that Ondoy victims of San Mateo
should be given priority so that their relocation from their
current dwelling places such as under the bridges of
SitioAmpid  will be immediate, thus sparing them from similar
tragedies brought about by such calamities.



TYPE OF ANCOP SITE

The Our Lady of Banneux ANCOP Community
sits atop a hilly terrain but offers a magnificent
view of Metro Manila. The area will be a relocation
site since most of the beneficiaries will come from
different areas of San Mateo as well as Quezon
City. It is hoped that the beneficiaries will be given
a different perspective of their future, given that
from having experienced being inundated by flood
waters in the low lands, they will now be given a
chance to live in what would may be called a
mountain retreat, with its magnificent view and
cool breeze.



LAND TENURE

Because of inherent problems in land management,
CFC West B determined that the perpetual usufructmode  of
tenure for the Our Lady of Banneux ANCOP Community
should be best for all parties.The homes to be donated by
ANCOP shall strictly be non -transferable by the beneficiaries
except solely to the beneficiari esod
of hereditary succession. The houses to be given and/or
donated to the deserving beneficiaries cannot be sold,
encumbered, leased, donated or in any other way disposed
by the beneficiaries and violation of this requirement will
result in the revocation of the usufruct and forfeiture
of the house in favor of other qualified beneficiaries.



EXISTING FACILITIES

1. Water Supply

Within the five  -hectare complex, natural water sources may
be found such as brooks and springs. These water sources
abound especially during the wet season, which runs from
August to December. However, during the dry season, the
water sources run low but there are plans to construct a
cistern that will store enough water that will sustain
construction activities for long periods of time.

2. Electricity

The Our Lady of Banneux ANCOP Community shall be
serviced by Meralco , which

will be made available through as soon as the necessary
permits are issued. This poses no problems since the San
Mateo LGU is committed to the development of the site and
has assured all project proponents of their utmost
cooperation. For the rest of the municipality, power services
are provided by the Manila Electric Company, Inc.



EXISTING FACILITIES

3. Sanitation
The construction plans made for Our Lady of Banneux include
provision for human sanitation, which will include toilets in each

housing unit as well as construction of septic tanks designed to

service a fix number of housing units.

4. Garbage Disposal

Environmental protection shall be topmost in the implementation of
garbage disposal program. Recycling shall be strictly implemented,

since this will provide the community of much needed income, while
composting within each house will be implemented because part of

the livelihood component designed for Our Lady of Banneux isagri -
business.

5. Communication Infrastructure

Telecommunications serve as a major link, within the sub -sectors and

among other sectors of the economy, in the population centers and
hinterlands. It also serves as a catalyst for growth and development.
The Philippines Long Distance Telephone Company (PLDT), PT&T and
Digital Telecommunications Philippines are providing telephone (Fixed
landline & Wireless), & DSL Broadband Internet services. While
cellular phone services are provided for by Globe Telecom, Smart
Communications, and Sun Cellular.

HISTORY OF THE PROJECT

In May, 2008, the lay faithful and the clergy of the DioceseCafbao
established the Vicariate o€ubao(West B5) Mass Housing
Foundation. It envisions to serve the poor and the informal settler:s
In Cubaq QC, by providing them with an alternative but sustainabl
community. For this purpose, the foundation acquired a three (3)
hectare land inBrgy Silangan San Mateo, Rizal and allotted it to be
home to 400 familiedbeneficiaries.

On September 26, 2009, Typho@ndoystruck and devastated
Metro Manila and its environs. One of the worst struck was San
Mateo, Rizal. The typhoon washed out thousandsanéeksideand
riverside homes in San Mateo.

The foundation and its partners, on request by San Mateo LGU,
decided to allot a major portion of the project as permanent
resettlement for TyphoorOndoyvictims of San Mateo.



Partnership

The leaders and members of Couples for Christ (CFC) from WEST B Se
(and EAST B Sector), with their long experience in Community
Development, scoured the squatters areas@ubaq organized them, and
conducted Profiling, Values Formation and Livelihood Training programs
CFC tapped its lawyers, engineers, bankers, community development
workers, and other volunteers to participate in the project. They partnere
with the Rotary Club District 3780 for the provision of resources for
construction of the ANCOP Rotary District 3780nsisting of THREE
HUNDRED (300) HOMES, and the LGU San Mateo, Rizal for road proje
and help in acquisition of easements. A TES&p&redited livelihood
training center and the Our Lady &anneux’ KI LISt gAf ft 0!
perimeter will be planted with trees.

The project is in search of partners for land development and constructic
of THE Our Lady &anneuxCommunityconsisting of 100 HOMES.



Status of the Site

The QC familiepeneficiaries have already undergone organizational,
values and livelihood training programs. Most have also joined the
Christian Life Programs (CLP). The San Mateo farveeeficiaries are
now in the process of being identified and profiled for similar trainings

and programs.



AFTER TYPHOON ONDOY

TyphoonOndoycaused 80% of the municipality to be submergec
with floodwater affecting a total of 19,524 families or 97,620
iIndividuals in San Mateo, Rizal. At least 10 residents have died
while an undetermined number remain missing two days after
massive flooding hit the area. The dramatic footage taken by ABS
CBN showing four people being swept away by the raging flood
while rescuers try to throw them a lifeline at the San Mateo
BatasanBridge, were residents of San Mateo.

After TyphoonOndoy most donors gave out relief assistance and
other stop gap measures to alleviate the plight of the typhoon
victims. In the meantime, the victims remain without safe,
habitable and viable homes. What the victims need is a
permanent resettiement site with integral human development
programs.
